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Skills for Health: Transplant Competences

Commissioned by the Department of Health through Skills for Health, the National Renal Competence Framework (NRCF) provides an opportunity to identify and develop the knowledge, skills and expertise that multi-professional healthcare teams require to deliver coherent, effective clinical care to patients in the modern era. The Framework supports the concept of integrated healthcare delivery and offers the scope to review traditional roles and responsibilities and to develop new roles in modernising the contemporary workforce.

The transplant competences, which were launched in the Autumn of 2005, complete the NRCF. They provide a comprehensive framework covering the patient pathway from recipient pre-transplantation preparation through to long-term follow-up, together with all aspects of donor care for both deceased and living donors. They have been developed and piloted in conjunction with transplant and referring nephrology centres across the UK where they have been used in a range of innovative ways to support clinical practice and to facilitate new ways of working.
