Transitional Care

The Core Standards for the NSF for Children, Young People and Maternity Services (DH) suggest that young people should not transfer fully to adult services until the supports are in place to enable them to function in an adult service.

Nottingham City Hospital’s Youth Service has been operating for 8 years providing support services for adolescents with kidney disease and other chronic illnesses. One of the key aims is to support young people enabling them to achieve and progress into adulthood through a variety of personal and social development experiences.
