Early Detection and prevention: community based cornerstones of modern CKD management.

The need for early detection of CKD in order to prevent the complications of CKD and the progression to dialysis is well described. Most care is directed at those with established CKD, known to nephrologists. The ability and effectiveness of the application of CKD management strategies to large groups of people, and our ability to determine who is at risk for progression of CKD and who is at risk for CVD is not yet clear. This presentation describes the principles of modern CKD management, and data reviewing the impact of a comprehensive strategy implemented in the province of British Columbia, Canada. Key components of the strategy include standardization of creatinine, reporting of eGFR, guideline development and dissemination coupled with educational programs.
