The Renal Association UK Renal Registry – a tool to help improve renal care

This talk will explore some of the successes of the Renal Registry in helping to understand the factors which govern provision of renal care in the UK, and thus improve the quality of care.  Topics covered will include regional variations in acceptance rates for Renal Replacement Therapy (RRT), the influence of social deprivation and ethnicity, and trends with time.   Comparative audit of quality of care including predialysis care, access to transplantation, vascular access, dialysis clearance, haemoglobin, and survival will be presented.  Factors influencing patient survival will be examined.  Ways in which the Registry can spread good practice and help improve the quality of care will be discussed.

The limitations of registry work and potential for the future will be explored.
