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Stability in Renal Anaemia: a NICE time to create a step forward

Overview

In the last two decades erythropoietin treatment has revolutionised the management of anaemia in patients with end stage renal failure. Severely anaemic, chronically iron-overloaded patients are now just a distant memory in UK dialysis units. More recent attention has focused on haemoglobin target ranges, iron management strategies, haemoglobin stability, and the treatment of anaemia associated with chronic kidney disease (CKD) in patients not on dialysis. The first part of this symposium will outline the key features of recently published NICE guidelines on the treatment of anaemia associated with CKD, review target ranges in the light of recently published (and on-going) clinical trials and consider the implementation of NICE guidelines from a primary and secondary care perspective. The second part of the symposium will consider the phenomenon of haemoglobin cycling and its clinical relevance before reviewing what we think we know and what we actually know about renal anaemia. The symposium will conclude with an interactive panel discussion.
