Dialysis: The Art of the Impossible.  60 years of “Renal Association”.  Terry Feest

This talk will review the development of dialysis therapy as illustrated by presentations to the Renal Association over the last 60 years.  The almost insurmountable problems to be overcome to achieve successful Renal Replacement Therapy will be considered, and contributions will be selected which highlight the evolution of understanding of the treatments and their complications, advances made, problem areas and failures.  The change of emphasis of the Association from pure science to include political engagement and quality control will be mapped.  Finally current needs and promising future developments will be considered.
