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Although there has been a surge in interest in palliative and supportive care for people with advanced kidney disease, the actual evidence to inform practice remains limited. Not enough is known about the best way to anticipate, plan for, and provide end of life care. This presentation will critically evaluate recent and emerging evidence on:

· How to identify those in the last year of life 

· Symptom assessment and management

· Improving and optimising quality of life near end of life

· Provision of best psychosocial care

· The role of advance care planning

It will present this recent evidence and examine what new areas of research are needed to inform best practice and improve the quality of palliative and supportive care for patients with advanced kidney disease.
