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Dr. Moran is Senior Vice President, Clinical Affairs, at Satellite Healthcare, a nonprofit organization providing in-center hemodialysis for more than 2500 patients in California and Texas. He is also Corporate Medical Director for WellBound, a subsidiary of Satellite with 14 home dialysis programs throughout the United States. He is Consulting Professor in the School of Medicine at Stanford University. 
Before joining Satellite, Dr. Moran was Chief Medical Officer of Vasca, Inc., where he was responsible for the clinical trials on the LifeSite® devices for vascular and peritoneal access. Prior to that, as Global Medical Director of the Renal Division of Baxter Healthcare, he initiated and led the ADEMEX (ADEquacy of peritoneal dialysis in MEXico) study.

Dr. Moran graduated from the University of Melbourne in 1969. After clinical training at St. Vincent’s Hospital Melbourne, he spent 3 years in research with Professor Keith Peters at the Royal Postgraduate Medical School of London before returning to St. Vincent’s as a consultant nephrologist. In 1982 he and coworkers gave the original description of anti-neutrophil cytoplasm antibodies (ANCA).
He is a Fellow of the Royal Australasian College of Physicians and of the American Society of Nephrology.
