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Abstract
Assisted Automated Peritoneal Dialysis (AAPD)- Setting up the Service in the UK One Centres Experience
Introduction
The aim of this presentation is to provide an overview of assisted automated peritoneal dialysis (aAPD) and the introduction of the service within the UK. One centres experience will be used to demonstrate the use of aAPD in the UK. Some of the drivers behind the growth of aAPD are discussed.
Setting up the Service
A multidisciplinary approach is required. This enables the team to set out the criteria, costings and support required for the service. Training requirements and ongoing review of the in house service are described.
Methods
A retrospective audit was done in a single centre to demonstrate the use of aAPD over a four year period and the transition from company offered service to an in house service; of which has been operational for one year period.
Results 
Total numbers of patients, demographics, reasons for transfer, length of time on aAPD and outcomes are presented. The preliminary results are positive and the future of aAPD as a modality of choice is ever more promising.
