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Dr Griffith is a GP in York based at York University. She has worked at York Hospital as a GP specialist for the past 18 years, both in the rapid access chest pain clinic and the Cardiology Research Department where she is co-investigator.

She was part of the first cohort on the Postgraduate Cardiology course at Bradford University and was the first student to complete the Masters component in 2008 with a dissertation on CKD and CVD in Primary Care. She is now a lecturer on the course on CHD, hypertension and arrhythmias.

She continues her interest in CKD and is primary care representative on the Renal Advisory Group at the Department of Health. She lectures and writes widely on both CKD and Cardiovascular Disease prevention and management.

She has been a member of the board of the Primary Care Cardiovascular Society for 5 years and will take over as Chair in the autumn of 2010. She is also a member of the CKD forum of the British Renal Society and the Educational Programmes Working Party of the BHS. She is an honorary lecturer at York and Bradford Universities.
