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Management of CKD in older people
Following the introduction of targeted screening for CKD in primary care, it has become apparent that older people account for a high proportion of new entries onto CKD registers. But does a persistently low eGFR in an apparently healthy older person constitute a disease? Does it require management? If so what treatment should we give and what would we be hoping to achieve? How can we square the requirement of QOF with evidence-based best practice?
Using clinical cases, this presentation uses “Digivote” technology to explore the conceptions of professionals in the audience regarding these questions. The subsequent discussion will review the scientific evidence, the guidelines from NICE and the requirement of the QOF and will attempt to bring these together into some practical advice which is applicable to primary care.
