1996 to date: Consultant in Liaison Psychiatry at the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh, with specifically funded links to the renal unit and the regional renal transplant service (as well as the Scottish pancreas and liver transplant services). In recent years I’ve become increasingly involved in the assessment of potential live kidney donors, including paired, pooled and altruistic donors, and since 2006 I’ve acted as an Independent Assessor under the Human Tissue Act, but the mainstay of my work in this area is the assessment and management of renal patients referred from the wards, clinics, and dialysis units.
