1. Communications

We continue to improve communications with primary care and also across the wider renal community. Activities include:

2. Strategy and budget for 2009/2010
Our 5 year strategy was reviewed at the October 2009 meeting. Our overall aim is to provide support and education for the management of early CKD (stages 1-3) across the whole patient pathway (primary and secondary care).

Our short-term (2007-2008) and mid-term (2008-2009) objectives were mostly achieved, however our long-term objective (2009-2011) has been amended to:

To provide guidance and education on early CKD and to be recognised as a main provider of CKD education: to collaborate with local and national organisations/associations in running study days/sessions on management of early CKD in primary and secondary care 

Rather than provide education sessions ourselves, the Forum will work with other organisations that provide CKD education during 2009/2011 namely:

· RCN Nephrology Forum (various dates 2009) 
· PCCS (1-2 October 2010)(KG)

· Primary Care Training Centre, Bradford still in discussion (KG)
· Pastest still in discussion (various dates) (IW) 
NT has also had a brief discussion with renal network managers regarding possible collaboration with providing local education.
A budget for 2009/2010 has been submitted to JM and PM.
3. BRS Conference 2010
The Forum has worked closely with the scientific programme committee to attract primary care delegates to next year’s conference. A whole day has been allocated for primary care delegates (Wed 19 May) and will include 4 sessions:

Including new & emergent therapies for diabetes, Stephen Gough, Professor of Medicine and Consultant Physician/Diabetologist, Birmingham
