She has been instrumental in setting up the palliative/supportive care service at Canterbury (2003) and the anaemia service (1997). She is currently developing links with local primary care trusts to improve integrated care for people with CKD. 

Her key interests are: anaemia, end of life care, early CKD, education and training of staff.

She is a founder member and past president of ANSA, founder member of the CKD Forum, CKD consultant for EDTNA/ERCA, representing EDTNA/ERCA as a member of the European Kidney Health Alliance; a member of the NICE guideline development group for Anaemia management in CKD and has just completed a project developing guidance for the administration of intravenous iron therapy in the community.
