Poster Presentations
Congratulations on being invited to present your research or innovative work as a poster at our conference this May.  As you can imagine there are huge logistical problems in managing the 400+ posters that have been successful and we ask that you take some time to read the following guidelines to ensure you have an enjoyable conference.

1. Preparation of your poster – it is essential that your poster does not exceed the dimensions of our poster boards.  The poster should be a maximum of 950mm wide by 1800mm tall (PORTRAIT STYLE) – please make sure that your medical illustration department has this information.
2. Please note that presentation of data is mandatory:
·   Registration of the presenting author of accepted abstracts should be complete by the early bird registration deadline (insert date when agreed)

·   Failure to register may result in withdrawal of invitation to present data

·   Failure to present data may result in denial of future submissions

·   If the primary author is unable to attend to present data, arrangements should be made for a colleague to do so

3. Each group of posters are “moderated” on a specific day at a scheduled time.  However, as a courtesy to all your colleagues who can only attend for one or two days, we ask that you put your poster up at the earliest opportunity – if you are not attending on the first day of the conference please ask a colleague to bring it along for you.


Similarly we ask that you leave your poster for as long as possible.  Again, if you are not attending on the last day, please ask a colleague to collect your poster for you.

4. Arrival at conference – due to the large numbers this year you will be asked to put your poster up on the appropriate board yourself.

· Registration staff will direct you to the poster desk, based near the registration area.

· Staff on the Poster Desk will check your poster number and place a sticker on the back to confirm its location.

· They will also number your poster tube (if you have one) to coincide with this – poster tubes will be stored securely with the registration team – they must not be left in the exhibition hall as they may cause a trip hazard.  If you have multiple posters in the same tube, each number will be listed on the label.
· If necessary, you will be given the correct kind of “Velcro” (male) to put on the back of your poster.

· You will also be given a map of the exhibition hall and indicate exactly where you should place your poster.

· Please hang your poster on the appropriate board and place any rubbish (“Velcro” backings, elastic bands, etc) in the bins that are available.
· If you need assistance, please contact the staff at the Conference Registration Desk or the Poster Desk.
5. On the day that your poster is being “moderated” you should be available beside your poster, at the scheduled time, to explain your work or research to the moderator and answer any questions that come from the audience.

6. On the last day of the conference, immediately after lunch has finished, we shall place your poster tube beside your poster in order that you can collect it during the final coffee break.  We shall have elastic bands available at the registration desk should you need these.  If you have multiple posters the tube will be located beside the lowest numbered poster.

Any posters that are not collected at that time will be rolled up and left at the registration desk.  However, please note we cannot post these on to you.  If they are not collected by the end of the conference they will be destroyed.
