The role of the Chronic Kidney Disease (CKD) nurse was a 12-month pilot project devised for Devon Primary Care Trust (PCT) in order to improve the service to patients from 19 different health centres across Exeter. The role was designed to support healthcare professionals in appropriately treating patients with existing CKD, as well as assisting in the development of a screening programme for those at risk of CKD. 

This session will discuss the key components of the role, which provided a specialist nurse-based ‘one stop’ service for patients with CKD closer to their home, thus optimising their medical management in primary care. It will also look at the challenges it uncovered and the solutions and adaptations required to facilitate its progress.
