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He has been a Specialist Registrar at Heartlands Hospital Birmingham since 2004 and was a Research Fellow at Queen Elizabeth Hospital, Birmingham from 2005 to 2008

He is currently coordinating studies on the removal of free light chains by high cut-off haemodialysis in patients with myeloma kidney and acute renal failure. This innovative work has been complemented by other published studies (as first author) on patients with chronic kidney disease and dialysis.

His other interests include:

Assessing immune and inflammatory status in patients requiring chronic dialysis and he has designed a clinical study in this area which has ethics permission and trust approval and will start shortly. 

b) Studies assessing the role of both monoclonal and polyclonal proteins in the pathogenesis of progressive renal injury in chronic kidney disease patients. 

c) Evaluation of serum and urinary polyclonal free light chains in patients with type II diabetes. The results of this initial work provide the basis for a prospective study assessing urinary polyclonal free light chains as a novel bio-marker of early diabetic kidney disease in combination with serum cystatin-C.
