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In July 2010 the Department of Health published the white paper Equity and Excellence: Liberating the NHS. Amongst other things, this heralded plans to abolish Primary Care Trusts and hand over responsibility for most healthcare commissioning to the new GP-led Consortia and albeit that Specialist Commissioning will be the responsibility of the National Commissioning Board, the success of future service delivery within the NHS will depend upon on the GP Commissioning Consortia.
I will hope to convince the audience that experience gained by GPs in commissioning since 1990 allied with their desire to work with clinical colleagues from a range of specialities will help to deliver pathways of care which will deliver the best population outcomes with quality patient experience within finite NHS budgets.
I believe that the new NHS reforms offer all clinicians the opportunity to demonstrate the clinical leadership which is essential for the success of the NHS into the future.
