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Chronic kidney disease  (CKD) is a well recognised  risk factor in pregnancy and women with pre-existing renal problems often consider the risks of pregnancy before conception or in early pregnancy with their GP, nephrologist or obstetrician. Previous studies have demonstrated that pregnancies in women with normal or mildly impaired kidney function are frequently associated with complications, but generally have satisfactory outcomes whereas poorer results have been reported in the pregnancies of women with more severe renal impairment.

Current expectations of pregnancy outcomes in women with pre-existing renal disease are mostly drawn from small studies, some over 20 years old. However recent advances in antenatal management and neonatal intensive care may have lead to better outcomes for women with pre-existing renal disease and their newborn babies.

This presentation will review some of the more recent published literature on outcomes of pregnancies in women with CKD and will present some recent prospective data from the UK Collaboration in Pregnancy and Renal disease group. In addition, the impact on proteinuria and nephrotic syndrome on fetal and maternal outcomes will be considered.
