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Rob Horne is a pharmacist with a PhD in Health Psychology. His career combines over ten years experience of clinical pharmacy practice and NHS management with a fifteen year programme of research into the psychology of medicines usage. In 2006, Professor Horne joined the School of Pharmacy where he founded and continues to lead the Centre for Behavioural Medicine within the Department of Practice and Policy and in June 2008 he became Head of Department.  The main focus of Professor Horne’s current research is the development of theory-based interventions to help facilitate informed choice and optimal adherence to medication in chronic illness.  Other research interests include emotion and health and the placebo effect.
